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GENERAL
OUTLINE:

Rule 11.01. Rules, Advertising, Results
The rules set forth are the Ski Racing Rules for Sanctioned Events by the New Zealand Water Ski Racing Association
Inc (NZWSRA). The Organising Body should as far as possible follow these rules.
The Body or Club conducting Sanctioned events should do all in their power to have the events/ suitably advertised in
the press and in any other way they deem fit to attract public interest. The body or Club shall also provide results to
the media as soon as possible after the event to ensure the results and the description of the events are fairly and
correctly recorded.

Rule 11.02. Exception to the Rules
Where compliance of the rules is impossible, the Chief Judge shall, with the approval of a majority of the appointed
event Judges and Race Committee make the necessary change, inform each contestant at Briefing and send a report
to the Technical Rules Committee. Where the Rules are definite, a vote of the Judges to decide whether to enforce
any provision is prohibited.
The chief Judge and his Committee shall have the right to give summary judgement on any happening unforeseen in
these Rules, that is conversant with the Official Racing Rules and the Governing Body Regulations concerning
powerboats will be adhered to at all times during all events by Drivers, Skiers and Observers.

Rule 11.02A. Special Sanctioned Events - Bridge to Bridge / Twin Rivers / Water Ski Race Marathon Events.
“Special Sanctioned Events” may be subject to summary judgement by the Race Committee and Judges as per Rule
11.02. Any “special” or “additional” rules agreed upon for such an event must be notified in the entry pack a minimum
of 30 days before the event date.

Rule 11.03. Interpretation
Impression of interpretation of the rules shall be referred to the Ski Racing Technical Committee when possible;
otherwise the interpretation shall be made by the majority of votes by the appointed Judges, and Chief Judge
concerning the question.

Rule 11.04. Amendments
The Rules may be amended prior to the start of the first sanctioned event by the Technical Rules Committee. And
such amendments shall become effective 30 days after the amendment is sent to the Executive Chief Judge. Along
with a copy to thee NZWSRA Secretary
Final ratification of amendments shall be made by the Executive Committee, however they shall not prohibit any such

amendment should it have the full backing of the Technical Rules Committee.
(The only exception shall be for safety when the rules can be implemented immediately)

Rule 11.05. General Qualification
All participants in the Ski Racing Events shall be financial -members of the Ski Racing Association, as will Drivers
and Observers. It is also mandatory that they be financial ~ members of a Ski Club currently affiliated to the NZWSA.
This requirement shall be satisfied if a Skier or Crew Member pays his dues before competing.
National and NI Championships are open to all resident New Zealanders for all classes. Other competitors must
submit an application to Technical Rules in writing 3 weeks prior to the event.
Reference to “competitors” or “participants” shall refer to all persons combining to make a “boat crew” or “team” and
shall consist of a Driver and Observer and Skier or Skiers being towed by the Boat.

Rule 11.06. These rules are concerned with:
NZWSRA Sanctioned Events
Circuit and Distance Races
Marathon Skiing
Time Trials
Family Class

Rule 11.07. Exclusions from Events
No alcoholic beverage. A competitor or competitors who have consumed alcohol; or used non-prescribed drugs within
10 hours prior to events are liable to immediate suspension from all events on said day. Also see rule 23.11
If in the opinion of the judges or Race Committee, the conduct of a participant is against the best interests of the
Association or Body, the Race Committee may exclude such member/s from participating in events under its control.
Boats that constitute a danger or non-bona fide entries, shall not be permitted to race. The Judges and Race
Committee decision being final.
Any boat or participant failing to comply with one or more of the rules relating to scrutineering shall not enter an event

as a result of a non- compliance.

Rule 12.01. A Sanctioned Event
The authorisation or approval of a certain event by the Authorising Body, for which the Holders or Club agree to obey
the Rules and Regulations of the Ski Racing Association.
Sanctioned events which are not organised in conformity with the Association’s Race Rules may be declared a “no
event”.
The entire obligation of putting on a sanctioned event remains with the Organising Club or Holder. The Organising
Body shall see that events are carried out in the prescribed manner outlined in the Association’s Rules.
Sanctioned events include Classic races such as the Hamilton Bridge to Bridge, the Bryce Newton Memorial 100
Miler and the Hauraki Twin Rivers. And any other advertised event with the permission of the NZWSRA.

Rule 12.02.Schedule
No later than one week before the start of the event, a schedule of events will be made available showing starting
times for the competition. A schedule of starting times for individual events, if shown, shall be for guidance of the
contestants only, and any deviation therefore shall not constitute a change, however, every endeavour should be
made by the organisers to run events in the announced event Schedule.

Rule 12.03. Programme
The NZWSRA shall, prior to the commencement of each racing season, prepare and publish a programme of event
championship races together with the dates and venues.

Rule 12.04. Fees
Each Body/Club holding a sanctioned event will have the responsibly to determine their own area fees and
registration procedure. These should conform to those as laid down by the NZWSRA.

Rule 12.05. Event Schedule
Event schedule changes may be made for weather, water conditions, safety or similar reasons, but not for the
convenience of any contestants. A majority of appointed judges or Race Committee must approve the changes. All
members must be notified of such changes a minimum of seven days prior to the event.

Rule 12.06. Cancellation of Races — Procedure Nationals , North Island Champs & Series Race
If it is impossible to complete the race programme in a two day event i.e. Nationals/North Island Champs then the
points obtained in the completed races will determine the placing. If the first day programme of a two day event
cannot be completed then when racing resumes it will be from the point of conclusion of the previous day. If one full
race programme cannot be completed over a two day event then a new date and venue prior to the North Island and
National Championships will be set by the Executive and notification made to all competitors giving reasonable
notice. In order to facilitate a full programme, races may be shorted in consultation with the Chief Judge, Beach
Marshall and Safety Officer.
A days racing may only be cancelled by the Chief Judge in consultation with the Beach Marshall and Safety Officer.
See also Rule 25.05 Series points calculation of cancelled races.

Rule 12.07. Eligibility of International Skiers Drivers and Observers.
International skiers may compete in our Series Races and National Championships.
All team members must become members of the NZWSRA.
The Driver must hold a current medical certificate from their country of origin
International Skiers are not eligible to be awarded National titles but may be awarded first place etc but the National
Title will go to the first New Zealand skier placed.
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ORGANISATION

RACE OFFICALLS

Rule 21.00. Qualifications of Judges
To become an Official Ski Racing Judge they must pass an exam set by the Technical Rules Committee and pass
with a score of equal to or greater than 70% and that the person must have judged at 2 or more New Zealand Water
Ski Racing sanctioned events.
To remain a Qualified Judge the Judge must have judged at 2 or more New Zealand Water Ski Racing sanctioned
events in each presiding season.

Rule 21.01. Executive Chief Judge
The Executive Chief Judge position will be held by a qualified Judge. This position is appointed by Technical Rules
and can be a member of the Technical Rules Committee but this is not necessary. The Executive Chief Judge will
administer and control all the Judging and Timekeeping duties necessary for running of the races.

Rule 21.01b. Chief Judge
The Chief Judge shall be a qualified Judge, having full knowledge of the working rules and regulations of the
Association. For sanctioned event the Chief Judge shall be appointed by the Executive Chief Judge.
The Chief Judge can serve as an event Judge. The Chief Judge shall supervise all judging and scoring operations
and shall select Judges and Assistants for each event from names supplied by the Body/Club.
The Chief Judge has the authority to stop a race where conditions are judged unsafe to continue or upon the
recommendation of the Safety Officer.

Rule 21.02 Chief Scrutineer
On Race day the Chief Scruntineer/s will be responsible to the Race Controller and be appointed by reason of their
special technical knowledge of ski boats and their use in water similar to that on which the race will take place. He is
responsible for seeing that no boat starts in the race until it meets all Technical Rules and that the engine/s fall within
the class structure for which the entry has been made. Spot checks to ensure boats comply with issued certification
can be made on request.

Rule 21.03. Safety Officer
Normally a Member of the Organising Club with expert knowledge of the local water conditions. Responsible for
deployment of Safety Boats, liaising with the first aid services and advising the Race Controller and Chief Judge of
dangerous conditions. He/she and/or the Chief Judge must brief the competitors on the likely safety of boats under
local water conditions before the Race Controller allows the first boats to start in a race. The Safety Officer has the
responsibility to take necessary action against any competitor using unsafe equipment at any time. Its is the Safety
Officers responsibility to check that all Competing and Official Boats are safely accounted for at the conclusion of
racing.

Rule 21.04. Race Controller
The Race Controller shall be responsible for ensuring the course is set, and that events on the day run as scheduled.
He shall clearly outline the competition area, the length of race, and the finish line. The Race Controller can be
appointed by the Management Committee.

Rule 21.05. Beach Marshall
The Beach Marshall shall be appointed to ensure that launching, parking, trailering of boats between races and
trailering of swamped boats is carried out with the least possible disruption, and that the above activities are
completed to meet with the Race Controllers timetable. He will be responsible for delivering protests to the Chief
Judge.

Rule 21.06 Event Judges
The Event Judges shall be qualified NZWSRA Judges having a full knowledge of the working rules and regulations.
They will be briefed by the Chief Judge and report infringements of the rules that they observe to the Chief Judge as
soon as possible. They are not empowered to impose penalties themselves directly.

Rule 21.07. Assistant Judges

Assistant Judges shall be used on course buoys to record times and infringements. They shall have no say in the
reporting of infringements to the Chief Judge.
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Rule 21.08. Starter

The Starter is normally someone with reasonable experience of water ski racing will be appointed and briefed by the
Chief Judge in consultation with the Race Controller.

Rule 21.09. Official Time Keepers

Time Keepers will be appointed by the organising body. Lap scorers and Calculators will be appointed by the Race
Controller or Organising Body, but are ultimately responsible to the Chief Judge.

Rule 21.10. Rescue Boat Drivers
Rescue Boat Drivers will be briefed by, and be responsible to, the Safety Officer.

Rule 21.11 Personnel
With the exception of the Chief Judge it is the Club/Holders responsibility to supply sufficient personnel to run a
sanctioned event. If the Club/Holder requires assistance in obtaining such personnel they should make a written
request to the Organising Body for these personnel. They must have sufficient Judges to select his Event Judges for
the day’s events.
The Club/Holder shall elect a Race Committee consisting of at least:
Race Controller
Safety Office
Chief Scrutineer
Beach Marshall

Rule 21.13 Inter- Communication Devices

Inter-communicating devices must be available to at least the Chief Judge, Race Controller, Safety Officer, All course
boats with Judges, Rescue Boat and Beach Marshall. Competitors must not listen to the judges radios or decisions,
unless instructed to do so.
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COURSE/CIRCUIT

Rule 22.01. Particulars
A competition area, course and alternative position of buoys, location of lap buoys, starting buoys, beaches and
finishing buoys, will clearly defined by Officials. These will be clearly outlined to the competitors at a compulsory
Briefing by the Race Controller prior to the start of any racing. The number of laps and the finish line shall be
designated at the briefing prior to the start.

Rule 22.02. Map
It is desirable that a scale map of long distance courses be made available to participants.

Rule 22.03. Markers
The course shall be marked by buoys, moored vessels or permanent sea marks. All markers shall be passed on the
outside, unless otherwise directed at the Briefing.

Rule 22.04. Finish
The finishing buoy should be located in such a position as to make time keeping as easy as possible.

Rule 22.05. Size
Each course buoy should be clearly and adequately marked to ensure a safe race course. Guides for desirable
dimensions of turn and course buoys are as follows:
Turn Buoys — a minimum of 75cm in height and 45cm in diameter.
Course buoys — a minimum of 50cm in height and a minimum 30cm in diameter and constructed so as not to create a
hazard.
Corners are to be in the shape of a convex arc scribed by the three buoys.

Rule 22.06. Hazard Markers
Any Buoys marking safety hazards shall be clearly distinguishable from the course buoys. All buoys shall provide
maximum visibility.

Rule 22.07. Lost Markers
Should a buoy be absent from its proper place during a heat or race, an Official may replace the mark or substitute
one at the discretion of Race Control.

Rule 22.08. Direction
All courses shall run in an anti-clockwise direction unless it is unsafe to do so and the Organising Body has approved
such a change. Boats will travel in anticlockwise direction unless otherwise directed.

Rule 22.09. Buoy Control
The control and observation at turn buoys will be carried out by the Event Judges and Assistant Judges only unless
authorised by the chief Judge.

Rule 22.10. Buoy Colour Code
It is recommended that all course buoys be fluorescent colours. It is obligatory that all turns shall be marked by buoys,
moored vessels or permanent sea marks. All Markers shall be passed on the outside 100 metre buoy or marker until
the skier rounds the buoy and attains a straight line on the natural course.
Judging boats shall take aboard at least one Judge and boat driver chosen by the Chief Judge, and shall be
positioned so as to provide the best possible observation at turn buoys.
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Rule 22.11a Flags
GREEN - Prestart and identifying flag for Judges, Safety and Rescue Boats. Dimensions 50x50cm.
YELLOW - Caution. The Judges and safety Boats will raise the yellow flag when a skier has fallen, when a skier is in
the water or in any case of interference after the Start Flag has been lowered.
The YELLOW flag will also be raised at the sound of the 15 minute warning and lowered 5 minutes before race
start. Dimensions 50x50cm. Also see Rule 37.06.
RED - Race Stopped. The Judges and the Safety Boats will raise the Red Flag to stop the race. Dimension
100x100cm.
The RED flag will be raised on the completion of a race to signal to competitors that the race is completed and they
are cleared to return to the pit area.
BLACK - Disqualification. The black flag is used to notify a competitor that he has been disqualified and that he must
retire from the race. When the black flag is shown the number of the Team being disqualified should be displayed in
figures not less than 300mm high at a point designated by the Chief Judge. Dimension 100x100cm. (LBBBF)
Blue — One lap to go. Dimension 100x100cm.
CHEQUERED - Finish. The chequered flag indicates the end of the race. Dimensions 100x100cm.

Rule 22.11b. Judge Boat Flags
Each boat carrying Judges must continuously fly a green flag for identification and also carry yellow, red and black
flags on board. The red and black flags can only be used after communication with the Chief Judge and on his
instructions.

Rule 22.12. Safety and Rescue Boat Flags
The Safety and Rescue Boats must continuously fly a green flag for identification.

Rule 22.13. Fire Fighting Equipment
All Rescue, Safety, Judging and competitor boats must carry appropriate fire fighting equipment.

Rule 22.14. Competitors Flags
All competitors’ boats must carry a florescent orange flag Dimension 50x50cm. This flag must be displayed when the
skier is in the water, when he/she has fallen and until the skier has regained the skiing position.
Also see 37.01, 37.06

Rule 22.15 Medical Flag
All boats will carry a blue and white medical flag. Dimensions of 50x50 cm. The flag will be half blue and half white
(separated diagonally) on each side. This flag will be raised only when assistance is required.
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SAFETY

Rule 23.01. General
All possible safety precautions that can be taken must be taken

Rule 23.02. Competitors Safety
No Competitor shall be allowed to compete or to continue to compete if, in the opinion of the Safety Officer and Chief
Judge that their competing would be a danger to them selves or other competitors in the event. During the
competition the Safety Officer may, at any time, request the Chief Judge to halt the event for a poll of Judges in
regard to a competitor’s actions or condition. Whenever practical the advice of a Doctor should be obtained.

Rule 23.03. Medical Examination
Those participants requested by Officials are to have a physical examination within 90 days prior to the start of the
sanctioned racing season.

Rule 23.04. Medical Release
Any competitor requiring medical or Hospital treatment while competing will be excluded from further competition at
that event until a doctor’s or on site medic release in writing is provided.

Rule 23.05. Eyesight
All boat crew members must wear corrective lenses if eyesight requires corrective lenses under normal
circumstances.

Rule 23.06. Stopping Races
The Safety Officer shall have the authority to recommend to the Chief Judge the stopping of a race whenever he
observes conditions to be unsafe. The safety Officer shall remain in contact with the Chief Judge during the race.

Rule 23.07. Rescue Services
The Organisers must provide adequate rescue service at all times during the competition.

Rule 23.08 Safety Stretcher
A safety stretcher shall be available at all times.

Rule 23.09. Rescue Boat Crew
Rescue Boat Crew will consist of a minimum of 2 persons before a race will start.
1. Adriver
2. A medical officer.

Rule 23.10. Race Stopped Competitor Injury
When a competitor sustains any injury for which transportation in the Rescue Boat or any craft standing in for the
same is required, the Chief Judge shall stop the race by means of displaying the red flag from the beach and all
course boats. Competitors will stop immediately and retrieve their skiers and then proceed slowly to the nearest
course boat away from the incident for further instructions. The race will be restarted at the discretion of the Chief
Judge and will be deemed to be completed when the time from the start until the lead boat last past the time keepers
prior to the red flag and the start time reach total race time.

Rule 23.11. Breath Testing of Competitors
The Race Committee or Chief Judge, or anyone authorised by the Race Committee or Chief Judge, shall have the
power to require any competitor at any time to submit a breath test or breathe test analysis for the purpose of
ascertaining the concentration of alcohol in that person’s body by use of breath testing device approved of for that
purpose.
23.11a Breath testing must be completed 15 minutes prior to the advertised start time of the event. Nothing
contained in this rule shall prohibit the Chief Judge from conducting a random breath test.
23.11b Any competitor refusing to undertake an authorise breath test or breath analysis shall be liable to immediate
suspension from all events on that day and shall be liable to disqualification from all events competed in on that day.
23.11c Any competitor asked to undertake a breath test must record a breath alcohol level of 0.00.
23.11d. Should any alcohol be registered they may be able to retest within 15 minutes of the first test.
23.11e If the competitor fails the retest as per 23.11d they will be disqualified from that event.

Rule 23.12. Accident Forms
The Safety Officer shall draft an accident form to be completed by any competitor requested to do so by the Safety
Officer. Prior to going into service the Accident Report Form will require ratification by Technical Rules and the

Executive. Accident report forms shall be kept by the Safety Officer and be available on request by Technical Rules.,
Executive or the Chief Judge of the day.

The decision as to what incident requires the use of the form shall be at the discretion of the Safety Officer.
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TIMING

Rule 24.01 Times
Only Official times by Judges, Official Timekeepers and Official Scorer’s will be recognised.

Rule 24.03 Accuracy
Timing will be accurate to at least one hundredth of a second, this precision holding good as well for departure as for
the arrival of a Skier.

Rule 24.04. Placing
Placing in the competition shall be determined according to the skiing times made, after addition of penalties, if any.

Rule 24.05. Finish.
See also 39.08
Races shall finish when the leader crosses the finish line between two specified points (buoys, boats, etc) and the
following competitors shall finish on a maximum of 5 minutes plus the time taken by the lead boat to complete their
last lap will be allowed after the leader finish for other competitors to cross the finish line.
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Scoring

rule 25.01. Scoring Method
The method of scoring will be determined by the type of event. In general the Skier will be judged unless otherwise
stated. The Race Committee will advise contestants how the winner and place getters will be determined i.e. fastest
time, shortest elapsed or corrected time etc.

Rule 25.01A 1000 Point System Method
1. Winner [W] receives 1000 points
2. Points formula for each subsequent competitor
Points =1000 x T x L
Where
T = W divided by C
C = competitors time in seconds
L = competitors laps divided by winners laps

Rule 25.02. National Championship Points
The 1000 Point System will be used in conjunction with the other points and penalties criteria set out herein.
The winner will receive 1000 points, each remaining contestant in the event shall receive points in proportion that
their time bears to the winner as per the formula in 25.01A
The aggregate of the points over the two days will determine the winner.

Rule 25.03. North and South Series
The 1000 Point System will be used in conjunction with the other points and penalties criteria set out herein.
The winner will receive 1000 points, each remaining contestant in the event shall receive points in proportion that
their time bears to the winner as per the formula in 25.01A
The aggregate of the points over the two days will determine the winner.

Rule 25.04. Failure to Finish
In the North and South Island Series and National Championships where a contestant does not finish the race
because of mechanical failure or injury, he or she shall not receive a time and will record a DNF (did not finish).

Rule 25.05. Series Points Calculation
The points scoring system for the North and South Island series will be as per Rule 25.01 and 25.03.

The series points will be calculated from the total points achieved less the two lowest scores. The lowest score or
“zero” may be a DNS, DNF. You may be present or absent from the Series race.

If a series race is cancelled those competitors present , entered , able to race will be given an average of their points
calculated over the whole season.
The average will be calculated for series 1 to series 10.

If Series 11&12 (North Island Champs) are cancelled competitors will be given their average points to decide the
series results

Notes to 25.05

1. A competitor must be able to prove they would have had a whole team present to complete the entered race
therefore able to gain the “Average points”in case of an event being cancelled.

2. Entries on the day may not be considered for “Average points” as each competitor should have previously entered
the race.

3. Competitors must be at briefing or have made alternate arrangements for a special briefing later to be considered
for ‘Average points”. Anyone found to be answering to another persons name at roll call will receive a penalty as per
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rule 42.14

4. Tech rules are in agreement that the following methodology should be applied to the final calculation of series
points.
A. All races must be completed including the North Island Champs as this is the last of the series races.
B. To work out the average points, the total amount of points scored (do not included DNF DNS ) will be divided by
the total number of races skied (do not included DNF DNS ) thus an average may be applied where currently an "A"
is shown in the system.

Remember a person may only receive average points if they have pre entered the race (NO ON THE DAY
ENTRIES) and are present for Briefing therefore ticked off at role call. If someone has made prior arrangements
notifying that they will not be present then they can still receive average points.( | believe this only applies to one
person. )

C. The total points including the applied average will then have the two lowest scores removed. This includes DNS
DNF.
Note, where people have not attended a series race they will have a DNS shown for that race and be able to drop

that as there lowest score.

Rule 25.06. Results.
Timekeeping results shall be made available for inspection as soon as possible after each event and not later that the
end of the days events. The results of each event shall be made available as soon as possible after each event. Two
sets of score sheets for that event will be neatly and accurately presented to the Technical Rules Committee no more
than seven working days following that event.

Rule 25.07. Tied Scores
In the event of tired scores, contestants involved may share equally any trophies.

Rule 25.08. An Official Race
A race may be declared Official if the lead boat has completed at least 50 per cent or more of the race in question,
according to the Official Score Sheets.

Rule 25.09. Time Penalties

A Time penalty will be imposed for rule infringements. The penalty will be added to the total time before overall points
are allocated.
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SKI RACE RULES

ENTRIES

Rule 31.01. Official Entry Forms and Fees
Entries for Ski Racing events will be only accepted on prescribed Official Entry Form and must be signed by all
members of the Team.
All entries must be paid in full by the completion of the first days racing to be eligible for points. However an entry
may be declined at the discretion of the entry coordinators if payment is not present.

Rule 31.02. Release Forms
All participants must sign a release form absolving the NZWSRA Inc., the Club/Holder and Race Committee of
liability at the beginning of the season, or if a new member before participation in racing.

Rule 31.03 Refusal of Entry
The Club/Holder may, if it considers necessary, refuse any entry.

Rule 31.04 Withdrawal of Entries
Notification of withdrawal of any entry must be before the race start to be eligible for a refund of entry fee.

Rule 31.05. Order of Contestants
Before the start of each event, the entry list shall be closed and the order of contestants shall be made by random
draw and the contestants notified. No change on this order is permitted except for withdrawals. As each race starts,
the order shall be announced and thereafter any contestants, who fail to be in the starting order and in condition to
compete, shall not be allowed to start. However for an acceptable reason they are unable to start after the word “GO”
they may leave as soon as possible whilst still retaining original start time.

Also see 34.04, 36.01
Rule 31.06 Entry Fee Refund for cancelled races.

Where a race weekend is cancelled on the first days racing competitors will receive a refund for entries, for races not

skied in.
However a competitor may elect to hold there monies in credit for further race entries.

Competition in each event may be separated into the following classes:

The Chief Judge shall determine the course. All competitors including boat crew must wear all safety equipment
apart from helmets. All skiers must be on the same form of ski. No dropping of skies.
Worlds F2 Class (as per IWSF current rule book)

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Where a contestant has ‘cross entered’ their lane and or grid draw, will be of the higher class, according to the
hierarchy as follows;

Rule 32.01a. Skiers required to Constitute a Class
In order for a class to be raced there must be two or more skier competing in that class, if there is only one skier as a
first option they will compete along side the opposite gender of that class i.e. one junior girl will then race in juniors
which will be one class incorporating boys and girls. Points will be allocated as one class. If this is not possible
dispensation may be given by Technical Rules for the skier to compete in another class. If during the course of a
season additional junior girls competed then the class would be separated and the points recalculated for the existing
year.

Rule 32.02.
Ages and dates specified shall be for the Ski Racing Calendar Year.

Rule 32.03. Competitors Age
Ages of competitors prior to midnight on the 30" June of the current Ski Racing Calendar Year, determines the age
for the following season.

Rule 32.04a. Open Class / Formula 1
Outboard engines restricted to a maximum 510 cubic inch or 8.2 litres. No Nitrous Oxide. Maximum boat length 6.5
metres
Inboard engines restricted to a maximum 510 cubic inch or 8.2 litres. No Nitrous Oxide. Maximum boat length 6.5
metres.
The Technical Rules Committee can give dispensation for any engines/boats following written submission and may
impose penalties, limits or conditions as they see fit to maintain the spirits of the class.
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Rule 32.04b. Open Class / Formula 2
Outboard Engines restricted to a maximum total capacity of 8.5 litres. Twin rigs must have standard gearboxes (i.e.
must have operating forward, neutral and reverse gears) and mid sections are to be no shorter than 38 cm (15
inches). Maximum of two engines. No Super charging or Turbo charging permitted. No Nitrous Oxide.
Single —rig Outboards may run “quick — foot” gearboxes and short (F1) midsections.
Inboard Engines restricted to a maximum total capacity of 8.5 litres (510 cubic inches) naturally aspirated. A penalty
of 1.4 of capacity for super charging or turbo charging (i.e. max capacity 350 cu). No Nitrous Oxide.
Maximum length 6.5 metres.
The Technical Rules Committee can give dispensation for any engine/s following written submission and may impose
limits or conditions as they see fit to maintain the spirit of the class.

Rule 32.04c. Worlds F2 Class.
The rules governing this class are set by the International Water Ski Federation. Competitors must refer to the current
IWSF Rule Book. However the NZWSRA Technical Rules Committee will be responsible for any interpretation /
clarification or ruling on the IWSF Rule book for use in the NWSRA.
Notes, The engines available to this class are restricted to the list of approved engines by IWSF.
Engines are restricted in height as per IWSF
Boat length to be a minimum of 18ft as per IWSF
Skiers must compete in this class to be eligible for selection for any Worlds team as per IWSF.

Rule 32.05. M.O.C Class / Formula 3

Single —rig outboard. Engines must have standard gearboxes (i.e. must have operating forward, neutral and reverse
gears) and mid-sections are to be no shorter than 38cm (15 inches). No quick foot gearboxes, super charging or turbo
charging are permitted.

The cockpit size is to be 1680mm in length by 1170mm in width minimum, where a rectangular box of these
dimensions can be placed inside the cockpit unobstructed by any part of the deck. This does not include helm, seats
and handles.

Inboards wanting to compete in this class must apply to the Technical Rules Committee for classification.

The Technical Rules Committee can give dispensation for any engine/s following written submission and may impose
limits or conditions as they see fit to maintain the spirit of the class.
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Rule 32.06. S.M.O.C / Formula 4,5 and 6 (Standard Motor Open Cockpit)
a.F4 outboards to be sold and badged as 225HP engines with actual HP not to exceed 250HP
b.F5 outboards to be sold and badged as 200 HP engines with actual HP not to exceed 220 HP
c.F6 outboards to be sold and badged as 175 HP engines with actual HP not to exceed 195 HP
d. Engine heights will be restricted to a maximum of the cavitation plate being 130mm + 13mm above the bottom of
the boat. Jacking plates will need to be pinned and or sealed to ensure this measurement is not exceeded while
competing in SMOC class events.
The spirit of this rule is to allow a motor to be placed to the nearest bolt hole on the transom bracket, hence the
+13mm.
Boats with Jacking plates shall run at the fixed height of 130mm and pinned.
Note, Boat owners are to ensure adequate water-cooling is achieved.

e. All participants in this class will pay an annual fee of $85 Inc GST ($55 inc GST if entering after January). This is to
cover engine compliance check costs and is to be paid as part of the application to compete in SMOC class racing.
Bridge-to-Bridge and Twin Rivers will pay $25 inc GST to cover SMOC compliance. This fee will not apply to
members of the NZWSRA who have already paid the $85 inc GST to enter into the Smoc class

f. Prior to any boat taking part in its first S.M.O.C race each season the owner will be required to complete and sign
the NZWSRA supplied S.M.O.C application form for approval to compete in SMOC class racing. (Note no
application and approval means no race placing or points for any races while not approved.)

g .On application for approval to compete in S.M.O.C the owner will present the engine for sealing (holes will be
required to be drilled to allow one head and the engine management computer to be sealed on the engine)

i. If at any time the seals placed on the motor are broken it will be necessary to complete and sign the NZWSRA
supplied notification form of work done and arrange for the resealing of the engine.

j- Note new engines and production models will require full manufactures specifications with application before being
considered for approval as an eligible engine for SMOC competition.

The purpose of this rule is to stop any alterations being made to a SMOC class engine during the season and
additional holes maybe required to be drilled and seals fitted to achieve this result.

The cockpit size is to be 1680mm in length by 1170mm in width minimum, where a rectangular box of these
dimensions can be placed inside the cockpit unobstructed by any part of the deck. This does not include helm, seats
and handles.

Rule 32.06a Motors
Definition of Standard Outboard:
(1) Motors must be a stock production “out of the box” unit with no additional porting, polishing, blue printing,
deburring and any metal removal allowed. Resleeving or reboring will be permitted, but will not be permitted as an aid
to performance. Replacement parts etc to be those catalogued as such by respective outboard manufacturers for the
applicable engine. In the case of an Electronic Control Unit (ECU) being fitted to the motor, the electronic
identification must remain i.e. components can only be replaced with those parts applicable to that particular model.
No Modification, reprogramming or upgrading is allowed to the ECU.
2) Exceptions to (a) are spark plugs, propellers, carburetor jets, timing adjusting, nose cones, torque tamers,
permatrim plates and fibreglass/plastic reeds. No louvered cowls allowed, except where fitted in manufacture.
Removal of fuel connection bayonet is permissible.
(3) Electric fuel pumps are acceptable provided fuel passes through original, unaltered fuel pump on engine and is
operational.
(4) Rev limiters where fitted are to remain operational as per manufacturers specification
(5) All engines must have operational forward, neutral and reverse gears.
(6) No alteration to standard Gear Box ratios is allowed
(7) Standard Automotive gas only to be used i.e. no aviation gas or octane boosters to be used or any other additives
other than approved 2 stroke oil.
(8) Gearbox water intakes: Where the standard gearbox has side water intakes of 4 holes or more, there must be a
minimum of 4 holes left operational. If the standard gearbox has forward facing water intakes, it is up to the owner
whether or not these remain operational. If operational, they may not be modified in a way that could provide any
additional cooling.
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Rule 32.06b Engine Scrutineering
(a) All competitors are to have boats available for engine scrutineering when requested by Race Committee. If
scrutineering cannot be carried out on the day, engines will be sealed and presented to an Official Scrutineer within a
reasonable time acceptable to Race Committee.
Failure to present boat for engine scrutineering when requested will mean automatic disqualification.
(b) In the case of a competitor protesting against another competitor and wants the motor re-scrutineered, if the motor
is proven to be per the rules, the protesting competitor will be responsible for the rebuild cost. The amount of $300 is
to be lodged with the Chief Judge, in addition to the protest fee.
(c) Engine scrutineering stipulations are:-
Outboard - Must be of standard production in the specific h.p. range to comply with the following stipulations
(documentation of HP proof maybe required):
(i) The upgrading of engines from their original year specifications to later year specifications will not be acceptable.
(i) The upgrading of engine h.p. is not acceptable.
(iii) All engines must carry original manufacturer's model number and serial number tags. These tags must be
attached to the engine.

(iv) Only genuine manufacturers superseded parts will be acceptable. Written approval is required from Technical
Rules before any superseded or modified part is used.

(d) At the time of scrutineering only the owner of the boat or one member of the crew is allowed to remain with the
boat. If the engine is found to be non compliant with the class rules no costs will be reimbursed and it will be the
owners responsibly to reassemble the engine.

Inboards
Competitors wishing to enter inboards in SMOC Class should contact Tech Rules for a classification. Each application
will be considered with particular regard to their ability to compete fairly with the equivalent outboard powered boat.
Rule 32.06c Boats
Boats to be factory production model run about, no cabins.
Observer’s seat will be next to or in front of driver’'s seat. No part of observer’s seat shall extend past the rear part of
the driver’s seat.
Rear seat can be removed.
No Hull Modifications by filling in engine wells and internal fairings once the seat has been removed to aid
aerodynamics is allowed.
To have standard windscreen
All rigs to be single engine
Rule 32.06d Spirit of Class
At any stage during the racing season the engine of any SMOC entrant may at the request of Tech Rules be
requested to be scrutineered and the place getters of the Series, North Island and National Championships may be
scrutineered for compliance with the Rules. If any engine is found to be modified or beyond specification it will be the
owners responsibility to re assemble the engine and a penalty as per R43.22 will apply.
The spirit of SMOC class is to provide ski racing at a reasonable cost. Any competitor who is in the opinion of the
Tech Rules Committee is not complying with this spirit will have their eligibility to compete reviewed. The matter of
compliance with the spirit of the SMOC class shall be determined by Tech Rules, however written reasoned argument
must be supplied with each decision.

Rule 32.07. Masters
Class maybe contested by any Male or Female competitor at or over 40 years of age. If there are sufficient
contestants the race is to be contested as 2 classes, refer rule 32.01a.

Rule 32.07b. Social Class
The spirit of the rules of Social Class is to provide a class in which the majority of social skiers may be competitive
(depending on their skiing skill) without necessarily spending money on special skis. The skis used should not have a
significant advantage over any of the commonly available and popular slalom skis.
Ropes — maximum allowable length is 45 metres from the transom of the boat to the handle.
Skis — 1. The front foot binding is unrestricted, i.e. any social or racing binding can be used.
2. The rear foot binding is restricted to a toe piece only. No heel piece may be used, i.e. no part of the fitting may
support the heel or ankle. If a heel piece or ankle strap is standard, these pieces must be removed from the ski to be
eligible. No sole plate or wedge may be used under the foot, no toe grips or supports. No indentations in the top
surface of the ski. Roughened surfaces are allowable under the rear foot with equal density but must be continuous
from in front of the rear toe to behind the rear heel; contact roughened sole pieces may also be used, provided the
total thickness of any or all sole pieces is 3mm thick, above the top surface of the ski. No other form of support or
adhesion for the rear foot is allowed either outside, under or within the rear foot binding. Competitors are not permit to
tape ski bindings, in any way, externally.
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3. The maximum thickness for the ski is 2.2 cm.
4. The ski must have a concave bottom surface. This concave must be at least 0.5 cm deep and 7.0 cm wide, and
being of a curve and blended cross-section. This section should start in front of the front foot piece and extend
rearwards to behind the back of the rear foot piece, this section being at least 70 cm.
5. The ski must fit in a box of the following internal dimensions:
a) Length: 175 cm
b) Width for front 100 cm of box : 20 cm
c) Width at back edge of box : 7.5 cm
d) The box will taper uniformly and symmetrically from 20cm to 7.5 cm over the last 75 cm of its length.
e) The front edge of the box will be 18 cm high so that the tip of the ski will not pass over it.
f) There will be a space cut in the bottom of the rear of the box, large enough to allow any fins to pass through.
g) The ski must be placed flat on the bottom of the box with the rear of the ski against the rear of the box, and the
centre line of the ski along the centre line of the box.
Virtually all common skis will fit into the box. Due to manufacturing tolerances some of the popular social skis do not
always fit. Skis which comply to the spirit of the rules will be allowed, i.e. those which in the opinion of the judges do
not give a significant advantage.

Square back skis such as wake jumpers, do not fall within the spirit of the rules and will not be allowed unless
modified to fit into the box. Specially made skis designed to take full advantage of the rules will be allowed only if
they meet the requirements, i.e. they must fit into the box.

Rule 32.07c Novice Class
To qualify as a Novice skier, he or she shall have never skied in a sanctioned race. (Sanctioned by the Association).
A skier may ski in Novice class for a maximum of two race seasons or portions thereof. Selectors may request that a
skier move out of the Novice class if the competition is being dominated by one person. However after two years a
skier may apply to the Technical Rules Committee for an exemption based on them competing in the spirit of the
class
Points may be allocated towards a Series Winner and the class will be included in the National and North Island
Championships.

Rule 32.07d. 2 Up
The 2 up class may be contested by any Team. As per Rule 11.05.

Rule 32.08. Age Groups
A competitor may enter in more than one age group only if they compete above their eligible age group. Results will
be entered for all age groups competed in.

Rule 32.09 Sanctioned Race Lengths and Combinations
To be determined by Technical Rules at the beginning of each season and to be notified to members by newsletter ,
web page or rule book.

Rule 32.09a. Race Times
Race times to be within 30 seconds at the discretion of the Chief Judge.

Rule 32.09b Maximum Distances of Races for National Events
Men’s Open & M.O.C — 1 hour + 1 lap
Men’s S.M.O.C — 45 minutes + 1 lap
Women’s Open — 45 minutes +1 lap
Women’s M.O.C & S.M.O.C — 45 Minutes + 1 lap
16 — 19 years 45 minutes + 1 lap
Junior Boys & Girls 30 minutes + 1lap
Sub Juniors Boys & Girls 15 minutes +1 lap
Novice, Masters, and Social 15 minutes + 1 lap
Tadpoles 15 minutes + 1 lap

Rule 32.10 Different Race Lengths

If the organising Body holding a sanctioned race intends to race different distances, these should be submitted to the
National Executive for approval or they may be declared “no events”.
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Rule 32.11 Nominated Speed
After the race course has been set it shall be the duty of the Chief Judge to have the course measured as accurately
as possible. The length of the course shall be posted prior to briefing.
Entrants will be required to nominate the speed at which they will compete on their entry form. The nominated speed
shall be between 40 — 90 kph. Points shall be accumulated at the conclusion of each lap and shall be in direct relation
to the time a competitor is above or below their target nominated speed. The team accumulating the least number of
points over the five-lap duration of the race shall be the winner.
There shall be no restriction on boats, motors, rope lengths or ski/s. Although the course must be completed on some
form of water ski.
There is no age limit. Membership requirements will be as for Social Class.
Entry fee well be as per age group classes.

Rule 32.12 Kilo Time Trial

Kilometre Trials

1. Record attempts may be conducted only at sanctioned events held by the New Zealand Water Ski Racing
Association. The current Intention is for this event to be run at the NZWSRA “Mid winter” race .

Such attempts shall comply with all the requirements as set out in the following rules:-

2. An application in writing, requesting permission to conduct mile and or kilometre record attempts must be in
the hands of the secretary of the New Zealand Water Ski Assoc. at least fourteen days prior to the date for
which the application applies, and the proposed date, time and venue of holding trials.

3. No application to conduct records attempts will be granted unless a certificate of survey to the specifications
(No.9) as stated in the Kilometre Rules has firstly been lodged with and acknowledged by the New Zealand
Water Ski Assoc.

4. Any boat breaking a New Zealand record must have completed two race meetings run under the New
Zealand Water Ski Racing Assoc rules before the record will be recognised
5. On receipt of an application the New Zealand Water Ski Racing Assoc shall:

A) Within seven (7) days of receipt of application, reply in writing to applying club either granting or
refusing permission to conduct record attempts. If permission is refused the reply shall state the
reason for doing so.

B) If permission is granted, reply stating the present record for the class or classes which the
application has been made, and enclosing the necessary forms which should be completed in the
event of a record being claimed, and notify the respective Secretary immediately of the permission,
date, classes and intended time and venue of the trials

C) Permission should be given for attempts to be made on nine successive days per each application
and the Secretary shall be empowered to grant an extension of time if necessary.
D) Upon receipt of the completed forms containing all the information regarding a claim for a record or

records, the Association shall within a period of 14 days reply to the claiming club and the boat’s
owner, confirming or rejecting the claimed record. In the event of a record being disallowed, the
above reply must state the rule or circumstance that disqualifies the applicant from holding the
record applied for.

E) Complete and return certificates to the Club claiming the record within a period of 30 days after the

club has been notified that record has been granted.
6. In conducting the trials the applicant shall be responsible for the following:

A) To see that ALL rules governing the conduct of record attempts are strictly adhered to in all respects

b) To provide officials and have available certificates (stopwatch and time observers)

c) To compute the speed in kilometers per hour, and to provide the New Zealand Water Ski Assoc with
the official forms, of all the data required within 14 days

d) That the course is correct and sighting arrangements for timekeepers is adequate

e) To provide stopwatches.

f) That a minimum of two rescue craft be provided at all kilometre trials.

g) That all boats participating in kilometer trials are examined and that the indemnity form is signed by

all drivers, observers and skiers.
h) After trials concluded, to notify the NZWSRA Secretary of results of the same, whether a record
broken or not. Any cancellation to be notified.

) That a St John’s Ambulance representative, or qualified person be in attendance at all kilometre
trials.
7. OFFICIALS the number of officials required to conduct record attempts shall be as described below
Flag Steward x 1. Time Observers X 2. Timekeepers x4
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Flag Steward shall be stationed at one end of the course and will indicate the official start of a run by the
dropping of a white flag and the official finish by the dropping of a chequered flag. Timekeepers shall be
stationed two at each end of the course in such a position so as to have unobstructed view of the sighting
pegs and course. Times to be taken as the skier cross the line. After timing a run each will firstly read his
watch, then read each other’s watch and then hand the watch to the time observer, who will check and
record the time. Time Observers must be executive members of the NZWSRA, or responsible officials of
the NZWSRA, or one(N.Z approved) time observer obtained from Executive members of an allied motor
sport when not available from the NZWSRA. Prior to the attempts they shall satisfy themselves that the
course is correct and sighting arrangements for timing are adequate. They will be stationed one at each end
of the course and generally supervise the timekeepers. If times on watches vary more than 3/10™ second
time observers shall declare it “no run”. The time recorded shall be the arithmetical average of the two
watches.

8. STOPWATCHES used must be jeweled movements or electronic type and must be checked before and
after the attempts by a registered member of the New Zealand Horological Institute, who will furnish a
certificate to this effect

9. Course. The length of the course over which records may be established will be exactly one kilometre (1000
metres) or one mile (5280 feet). The course shall be surveyed by a registered surveyor who shall, after
surveying the course, prepare two maps of the course and a declaration signed by himself in his official
capacity to the effect that the length of the course is correct. The maps will be required to show that the
sighting pegs are at right angles to course, the location of the survey pegs in relation to the course and
landmarks, or where permanent pegs are not applicable the location of landmarks cross ranges and angle
clearly and plainly to facilitate the laying and checking of course buoys. One map shall be sent to the
Secretary of the NZWSRA.

10. General. Record attempts shall consist of two consecutive runs, one which shall be made in one direction,
and one in the opposite direction, the two runs to be completed within a period of 30 minutes. The starts shall
be flying. All new records must exceed existing record by 1 per cent before they may be recognized by the
NZWSRA and certificates be issued. When more than one boat in a particular class makes an attempt on
the same day, if boat”B” breaks the record (by the required 1 per cent) held by boat “A”, boat “C” will be
required to break tentative record of the boat “B” then both boats shall be deemed to have broken record and
shall each receive a certificate. The date and hour and minute at finish of run must be advised

11. Runs of times shall be as follows:

A) When boat passes point “A” at start of run, the two watches at that end shall be started and a white
flag dropped. When boat passes point “B” on completion of first run the watches at that end shall be
started; when boat passes point “B” on return run the watches at that end shall be stopped. When
boat passes point “A” on return, watches there will be stopped. The time on watches at “A” minus
time on watches “B” will give actual time for two runs. This will be divided by two the quotient being
for the average time per run.

B) The speed in miles per hour will be computed by dividing 2236.94172 (if course is kilometre) or 3600
(if course is mile) by the average time per run in seconds (correct to 3 decimal places). This is based
on the equations of 1 kilometre equals .6213727 miles; 1 mile equals 1.60934 kilometres, as
recognized by the U.l.M.

C) The speed in kilometres per hour will be calculated by dividing 3600 (if course is one kilometre) by
the average time of run in seconds (correct to 2 decimal places)

D) When electronic timing is used, using NZWSRA units or similar approved types, speed will be
calculated by dividing 7200 (for kilometres per hour) or 4473.872568 (for miles per hour) by elapsed
time, being recorded to the nearest hundredth of a second, for kilometre courses.

E) Speeds in kilometres per hour or miles per hour will be calculated correct to two decimal points.

12. Classes , shall be deemed Ladies, Men’s and Juniors.

NEW ZEALAND WATER SKI RACING ASSOCATION RULES

Rule 32.13 60 Mile an Hour Class

60 mph Class General Rules
(a) Boats must not exceed 60mph.

(b) Competitors must carry a Global Positioning System (GPS) during the event to determine Maximum Speed,
Distance Travelled and Time Taken.

(c) Directly before race start, Race Officials will “reset” or “zero” the [Max Speed and Trip] of the competitors
GPS, and load it into a NZWRSA sealed container. The GPS is to be placed in the boat in a position to receive
GPS signal at all times. The GPS will be checked and max speed breeches noted by Race Officials at the end of
the race. GPS may be viewed by boat crews. Due to the cost of the Hand held GPS the Chief judge may elect
to use the GPS units available from each competitor whether it be hand held or permanently fixed within the
boat.

(d) Any boat exceeding 60mph at any time during the event will be subject to penalty [see 60 MPH penalties
Section] . Only GPS readings as described in this section will be recognised.

(e) Appeals or protests will not be permitted on GPS readings or failure, but may be considered where the
following has been breeched.

E1 No GPS activated speed control over the craft, is to be used.
E2 No systems allowed to over ride driver throttle control.
E3 The driver is the only person to have any physical control over

the throttle control.

Scrutineers will report any such GPS assisted function to Chief Judge, who will determine necessary compliance
with the “spirit of the class”. The Chief Judge may Use form TR8 if required.

(f) If required the organisers of the event shall homologate the course using a GPS.
The time allowed for travelling the course or lap can be made known to any Competitor.

(g) All boats and competitors must meet the requirements of the NZWSRA rules unless otherwise stated for this
class.

(h) Starting Grids will be rotated day by day through the season for all ‘consistent competitor entries’.
Inconsistent competitor entries will be relegated to the outside grid positions.

(i) Where “two grid starts” may be deemed necessary due to numbers of competitors or course set up.

60 mph Class Skier Categories
Boats may tow 1 skier or two skiers
60 mph Class - Penalties

(a) A time penalty of 10seconds will immediately be imposed for breeching the 60mph limit per race, plus, for
every 0.1mph increment over 60mph, 1% of points will be deducted.

(b) Any team in breech of the 60mph Rules will be subject to a Penalty which can include a disqualification or
10% , $50 fine as per TR8 Protest form above.
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CONDUCT IN THE COMPETITION AREA

Rule 33.01. Conduct
All boat crews operating in the competition area are under the direct control of the Race Controller. Failure to comply
with the rules and regulations laid down by the Club/Holder may result in disqualification but a boat shall not be
disqualified if forced to commit a breach of the rules by another boat, or where the majority of the Event Judges are
satisfied that the rule has been breached for safety reasons only and that the team breaking the rule has gained no
advantage.

Rule 33.02. Medical Assistance
In the event of a Boat Crew Member being in difficulties and requiring immediate assistance, one member of the
team shall stand on the deck and wave the Medical flag. Particular attention is to be taken by the Judges regarding
the use of Medical flags. The only time these should be waved by team members is as stated.

Rule 33.03. Breakdowns and Failures
In case of breakdown or equipment failure outside assistance is permissible. The boat shall be grounded in the pit

area whilst assistance is being given. The observer must endeavour to retrieve the skier and rope. No infringement or
hazard is to be created to any other competitor.

Rule 33.04. Boats Testing Under Power
Any time a boat is under power or testing, outside the pit area on race day all occupants will wear full race gear.
Permission must be given by the Chief Judge for a boat to test under power.
Also see rule 43.10

Rule 33.05 Collision.
Any boat/s subject to any collision while racing, must be re scrutineered before starting another race.
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START METHODS

Rule 34.01. Grid Start
Each group will start at the designated time for each grid/group (minimum 30 seconds) with separate timing for each
group. All boats will form a line with the start boat in their drawn position with No 1 nearest the start boat. Separate
grids behind each other. They will be in line with the start boat in draw order.
The start line will be fixed. The start line will consist of the start boat moored to a fixed buoy in line with another buoy
anchored to form the fixed start line. Boats shall remain behind this line until the National flag signifies a start.

Rule 34.02 Simultaneous Mass Start
All boats should, unless doing a whip start, be in one line with the start boat in drawn position with No1 being nearest
the start boat.
TYPE OF START METHOD
- Deepwater Start
- Pole Boat Start

Rule 34.03. Start Method
The Chief Judge in consultation with the Race Controller will decide prior to the race and advise at Briefing which

method will be used and the total number of boats on each grid.

Rule 34.04 Lane Draw
a. For all Series, North Island, and National Championship Events, Lanes will be drawn on the first day and will be

reversed on the second day.
b. When there are two or more classes in one race, one class will draw the inside lanes together and the other class

will draw the outside lanes together. These will be rotated next day (this will enable classes to compete together
without being split by another class).Where it is deemed appropriate by the Race Controller and Chief Judge, the

classes may be split into separate grids to start.
c. Cross Entered contestants will be drawn lanes or grid start positions within the highest of the classes they have

entered [see Rule 32.01 — Hierarchy of Skier Classes].
Also see rule 31.05
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BRIEFING

Rule 35.01. Prerace Briefing
The Race Controller must hold a prerace briefing during which fullest possible details must be given concerning
navigation, course and safety of competition, including the dropping off area at the conclusion of the race.
Also see rule 39.08

Rule 35.02. Drivers and Observers
All Team Members Drivers, Observers and Skiers must attend Briefing or will not be allowed to start.

Rule 35.03. Representatives
All instructions and/or briefing must be given to the competitors and not their representative.

Rule 35.04. Holding up Briefing
Teams holding up Briefing may incur time faults.

Rule 35.05. Judges
It shall be the responsibility of the Chief Judge and the Event Judges to attend the compulsory Briefing of Drivers,
Observers and Skiers to assure themselves that all questions in regard to the course and the rules of the event are
adequately explained.

Rule 35.06. Course Familiarisation
At the conclusion of Briefing those Drivers wishing to do so shall be given the opportunity to familiarise themselves
with the course. A time limit shall be set on such familiarisation at the discretion of the Race Controller.

Rule 35.07. Briefings
Where two day race meetings are held on the same course the second day’s prerace briefing is optional at the
discretion of the Chief Judge and must be announced during the first day.

Rule 35.08. Failure to attend Briefing

Competitors may only compete at the discretion of the Chief Judge after receiving a special briefing.
Also see rule 42.02
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Starts
Rule 36.01. Fifteen Minute Warning
A fifteen minute warning shall be sounded and the yellow flag raised prior to the raising of the start flags. No boat is
allowed to leave the pits after the yellow flag has be lowered and the two start flags raised.

Rule 36.02. Changing Boats
A skier may change boats before the first fifteen minute warning, provided the Chief Judge has been notified. No
changes will be permitted following the fifteen -minute warning. Rule 39.09 Boat changes for National events also

apply.
Rule 36.03. Simultaneous Start

For simultaneous mass start, a 5-minute signal shall be given by raising the National flag together with a green
flag on a starting boat or dock in sight of the skiers and boat crew. The 30 seconds signal shall be given by
lowering the green flag. Skiers may then enter the water from their boats, which may take up the slack in the ski
line. The start will be signalled by the lowering of the National flag and skiers must not be in a skiing position
until the start is signalled. In addition the start may be indicated by the firing of a flare. Boats must not be over
start line prior to the lowering of the National flag. When the starting procedure is stopped the red flag must be
raised during the interruption. The new start procedure shall normally be of 3 minutes instead of 5 minutes. The
new 3 minute start shall follow the normal procedure. In grid starts the boats are to take the position they are
allotted. Penalty for starting in incorrect poll will be 1 minute.

Rule 36.04. Grid Start
A 5 minute signal shall be given by raising the National flag together with a green flag on a starting boat or dock in
sight of the Skiers. The 30 second signal shall be given by lowering the green flag. Skiers may enter the water from
their boats which may take up slack in the ski line. The start will be signalled by the lowering of the National flag and
the Skiers must not be in a skiing position until the start is signalled. In addition the start may be indicated by the firing
of a flare. At the fall of the second flag, the next grid skiers may enter the water and the boats proceed to take up the
slack in the lines. At thirty seconds the start flag which has been raised again will be lowered and the next grid shall
start. This will continue until all boats have started. No skier shall be planning before the thirty second flag is lowered.

Rule 36.06. Whip Starts
All boats doing a whip start shall be allocated last position in the draw and shall start behind the line / grid. All other
boats should be in line.

Rule 36.07. Early Starts
In the event that all boats are present and in their proper pole positions and have signalled they are ready before the
five minute period ends, the start may go directly to the two flags.

Rule 36.08. False Starts
Under no circumstances should any boat pass the Start Boat before the start flag is dropped.

Rule 36.09. Cut Tow Line
Any team whose line is rendered useless by another team, after the ten minute warning and prior to the start of the
race, shall be allowed reasonable time to repair or replace that line. Judges in the Start Boat shall determine
reasonable time.

Rule 36.10. Crossing the Course
Late starters must go around start line buoys before entering the race course.

Rule 36.11. Restarts
There will be no restarts without the approval of the Judges.

Rule 36.12. Start Spacing
Starts are only allowed if a distance of at least 10 metres on either side of each competing boat is allowed for.

Rule 36.13. First Turn Greater Than 2km
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If the distance between the starting line and the first turn is a minimum of two kilometres, boats may move to pole
position if required clearance of 100 meters is obtained.

Rule 36.14. First Turn Less Than 2km
If the distance from start to first turn buoy is less than two kilometres, boats must maintain their pole positions until
first turn buoys are rounded.

Rule 36.15. Fall in the Start Area
In the case of a FALL IN THE START AREA the boat must idle and turn slowly and return to the skier for a pick up.
Wide fast turns will result in a disqualification. A Safety Flag is required in the marked area.

Rule 36.16. Feeding of Tow Lines
Tow lines must be fed from the boat at the start of an event.

Rule 36.17. Start Methods
Boats may whip a skier out during a start, however excessive swerving shall incur a penalty if impeding other
competitors. They will start last on the grid.

Rule 36.18. Unsuccessful Starts
If a successful start is not made following two attempts to start, the competitor must either withdraw from the event or
move well away from the start area and course.

Rule 36.19. Drivers Attention
The driver must keep his attention ahead at all times. Boat driver must look ahead at start of race, Observer to watch
skier/s take off, however, Driver may glance back.

Rule 36.20. Cockpit Rules
Occupants of boat must remain in cockpit at all times, i.e. Observer’s feet to remain on the floor of boat whilst putting
weight on foredeck. In tunnel or tunnel deck hull, Observers feet must not go past the driver’s seat on the take off and
must remain in Observer’s cock pit.

Rule 36.21. Minimum Distance
A minimum distance of five metres between competing boats must be maintained after the start.
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FALLEN SKIERS

Rule 37.01. Safety Flag
In the case of a fall of a skier/s the driver must immediately slow the boat and the Observer must raise the flame
orange flag.

Rule 37.02. Picking up Fallen Skiers
When picking up a fallen skier, you must slow down, yield right of way to oncoming boats, and then turn either
direction, whichever is safer. Ski line must be kept as parallel to the course as possible.

Rule 37.03. Fallen Skier Contact
A fallen Skier is allowed to make physical contact with the boat and the crew to enable the replacement of equipment.
At all times while such action is being carried out, the motor of the tow boat will be dead or in neutral i.e. propeller not
rotating. The safety flag must remain visible until the boat is under way and skier is in the proper skier position.

Rule 37.04. Passing a Fallen Skier
A fallen Skier may be passed on whichever side is deemed to be the safest.

Rule 37.05. Acknowledgement of Flags
A Driver or Observer should acknowledge the safety flag or a downed Skier by putting their hand up.

Rule 37.06 Yellow Flag
A Yellow Flag may be used by the Judges to slow oncoming boats where a fallen Skier is in the water in dangerous
circumstances, usually a corner. Boats slowed will hold their relative positions until past the danger area.
Also so see Rule 22.11 Yellow.
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PASSING

Rule 38.01. General

Passing shall be either side. Unless otherwise directed at the briefing by the Chief Judge. This is only to be done for
safety.

Rule 38.02. Overtaking Slower Teams

Overtaking slower teams shall be on the outside of a turn buoy, unless the team being over-taken allows clearance
for the overtaking team. A boat or team shall not force a passage between other teams or a team and course or
hazard buoy.

Rule 38.03. Right of Way

In the case of two or more boats approaching the 100 metre buoy, the lead boat will have the right of way providing

their skier is in front of the trailing boat.

a. When passing on the inside the passing Boat must be along side the Skier of the outside Boat when the lead boat
reaches the 100 metre buoy for the Boat being passed to give right of way. (refer figure 1)

b. If the passing Boat is not along side the Skier when the lead boat reaches the 100 metre buoy the inside Boat
does not have the right of way and must drop back and move outside the lead Boat. (refer figure 2)

c. If the passing Boat is along side the Skier when the lead Boat reaches the 100 metre buoy the passing Boat has
right of way, but must hold lane one around the corner and not force the outside boat wide.

The buoys determine the arc of the corner. If the inside Boat runs unnecessary wide forcing the outside Boat out, a

penalty may apply on the inside Boat.

Figure 1.
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Rule 38.04. Cutting In
An overtaking Boat must not cut in until the Skier is 100 metres ahead of the boat being overtaken.

Rule 38.05. Turn and Course Buoys
Skiers must ski to the outside of each turn, course or hazard buoy.

Rule 38.06. Skiing in the Wake
The Skier/s must remain in the wake of the towing boat for the entire race.

Rule 38.07. Following
Boats or Skiers must not follow in the wash of a previous skier closer than 100 metres.

Rule 38.08. Wake Crossing
A Boat may not cross the wake of a skier/s closer than 20 metres.
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FINISH

Rule 39.01. Official Completion / Missed Buoys
Any boat or skier not completing the course, i.e. missing a turn buoy or buoys, leaving the course before completion
of the race, will not be given a finishing time. However, should a missed buoy/s be recovered before the completion
of the same lap, course will deemed as completed. Missed safety buoys may not be recovered. These provisions may
be waived if the boat is forced out by another boat not acting according to the rules or in an unsportsmanlike manner.
Judges should note these circumstances fully. If a buoy is missed due to a fall Judges discretion will apply.

Rule 39.02. Damaged Equipment
Skier/s must complete the course on the ski/s they started with. Damaged or lost equipment during a race may be
replaced providing it is carried in the boat. If not the team must pull to the centre of the course and await the
completion of the race before returning to the pit area.

Rule 39.03. Finish
The finish of the ski race shall be determined by the skier.

Rule 39.04. Placings
A skier cannot be placed in the competition unless:
a. The skier has possession of the tow line.
b. The weight of the skier is entirely supported by their ski/s
c. The skier/s must be in the skiing position when crossing the finishing line or as long as a skier is attempting to
regain a skiing position and in the process crosses the finish line and eventually attaints the skiing position within a
reasonable distance.

Rule 39.05. Not in a Skiing Position Across the Line
Should a skier fall as they are crossing the finish line (therefore not being in a skiing position as defined by 39.04)
they must repass the finish line to obtain a completion time, failure to do so will result in a DNF.

Rule 39.06.Drop of Area
The drop-off area for a ski race will be determined by the Officials prior to the event and announced at Briefing.
Skiers must hang onto the handles and must drop off in the area indicated. At Judges discretion boats may proceed
to the pits before a race is completed.

Rule 39.07. Whip Landings
No whipping of skier/s at the finish of a race is permitted.

Rule 39.08. Race Completion (FINISH)
Races shall finish when the leader crosses the finish line and the following competitors shall finish on the completion
of the lap which they are skiing. A maximum of 5 minutes will be allowed after the leader finishes plus the time of the
winner’s final lap for the other competitors to cross the finish line.
Boats will normally cross the finish line, then when safe to do so will proceed to the centre of the course and await the
race to finish . Then upon the RED flag from a course boat may proceed back across the course to shore.
However if the design of the course allows boats and skiers to cross the finish line then proceed to an area safely
away from the rest of the course, they may drop their skiers and then return back to shore.
Note. this is to allow races of different time lengths to be run on the same course
Also see 24.05. Also see rule 35.01

Rule 39.09. Boat Substitution
In a two day National event where both days accumulate to make a result a skier may only transfer to another boat
due to mechanical failure of the nominated boat.
A Skier may not gain advantage by this transfer whereas the substituted boat should be of equal or lesser
quality/ability.
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INFRINGEMENTS

PROTESTS

Rule 41.01. General
Protests can only be lodged through the Beach Marshall using form TR8 Protest form and no crews are permitted to
enter into discussions on the protest with either the Chief or Event Judges unless requested to do so. Any requests to
do so will come from the Beach Marshall. Protests must be accompanied by $30.00. This amount will be refunded if
the protest is considered reasonable by the Judges.
Officials competing in races must stand down until all issues within that race are dealt with. Then they may resume
their previous role.

Rule 41.02. Who May Lodge a Protest
Protests can only be lodged by the competing Team or Crew and must be in writing giving the reasons for the protest
and be filed within 15 minutes after the provisional results of the event are announced or posted.
All protests must be lodged on a form provided by the NZWSRA in duplicate. The jury decision will be completed on
the form and the original returned to the crew lodging the protest, the duplicate will be retained by the Executive Chief
Judge.

Rule 41.03. Participants and Times
Protests directed against another contestant shall also give the names or identity of any other witnesses. They should
be filed within 30 minutes after the arrival of the participant.

Rules 41.04. Control of Protests
The Chief Judge shall form a protest Committee (minimum two, maximum four) of Event Judges [ ‘jury of judges’ ]
plus themselves to resolve any protest. His responsibility is to Chair the Protest Committee and to ensure the facts
are presented clearly so that the Committee can make a decision. He should, wherever possible, make reference to
the rules concerned. In the event of a disagreement between the Judges, the majority shall decide. In the case of a tie
the Chief Judge shall decide.

Rule 41.05. Decisions
A decision shall be made in the case of a penalty to be imposed by the Protest Committee formed by the Chief
Judge.

Rule 41.06. Interviews
A decision shall be made in the case of a penalty to be imposed by the Chief Judge from the protest of a Crew
directed against another crew only after the Chief Judge and Protest Committee has interviewed those concerned
separately and away from any crowd.

Rule 41.07. Overruling
This Protest Committee shall not overrule any decision a Chief Judge has made during the running of an event.

Rule 41.08. Placing’s posted
No placing’s shall be posted while a protest or appeal is pending.

Rule 41.09. Advising Teams of Penalties.
The competing teams must be advised of any infringements or penalties by the Chief Judge prior to the
announcements of the results.

Rule 41.10. Chief Judge’s Decision
The Chief Judges Decision shall be final for the event. Any subsequent protest should be directed to Technical Rules.

Rule 41.11. Points Correction
A correction of an error in the computation of scores shall not be considered a protest and the correction shall be
made upon approval of the Chief Judge if requested. Results shall be final for all events within one hour after results
of the event are announced and the Judges scoring forms are available for inspection.

Rule 41.12. Judges Decision
No protest shall be permitted on judgement decision by the Judges
Refer to rule 41.10
Rule 41.13 Submissions / Queries to the Technical Rules Committee.
The Technical Rules Committee will only recognise submissions, queries using form TRO.
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PENALTIES

Rule 42.01. see addition
Penalties will be within IWSF guidelines.
Penalties for a rule infringement shall be either 10% of the winner’s time, or part thereof, and or a $50.00 fine.
Penalties for a rule infringement not stated under this section shall be 10% of the winner’s time. Infringements that do
not alter the outcome of the race the crew can be penalised with a $50.00 fine.
Disqualification rules still apply

Rule 42.02.
Holding up or being late for the start of briefing, or holding up the proceedings at briefing.

Rule 42.03.
Rendering useless the tow line of another competitor in the start area.

Rule 42.04.
Competitors starting before the start flag are lowered.

Rule 42.05.
Failure to maintain start (grid) position on the first turn buoy where the first turn buoy is less than 2 Km

Rule 42.06.
Skier not remaining in the wake of the towing boat for the entire race

Rule 42.07
Where an overtaking boat cuts in before the Skier is 100 metres ahead of the boat being overtaken.

Rule 42.08.
Observers not remaining in the cockpit of the boat and/or not keeping the Skier under observation at all times during
their participation in the event.

Rule 42.09.
Driver not keeping their attention ahead at all times.

Rule 42.10.
Skiers not dropping off in the area indicated by the Chief Judge at the prerace briefing.

Rule 42.11.
Failure to yield right of way to oncoming boats.

Rule 42.12.
Failure to maintain five metres side clearance from the boat on the inside at a turn buoy.

Rule 42.13.
Failure to maintain five metres side clearance of other boats during a race.

Rule 42.14.
Competitors not acting in a sportsmanlike manner towards other competitors.

Rule 42.15.
Changing lane within 100 metres of a turn buoy.

Rule 42.16
The penalty for competitors competing without the appropriate license will result in a DNF, plus a $50 fine for the
offender

Rule43.00

All disqualifications will be at the Jury of Judges discretion. This does not remove the ability of the Chief Judge to
implement immediate disqualification.
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Rule 43.01.
The race controller must be notified of any disqualifications.

Rule 43.02.
Penalties for moving violations will apply to the entire Team (Skier, Driver and Observer) unless otherwise stated.

Rule 43.03.
Passing the Start Boat before the Start Flag is dropped.

Rule 43.04.
Wide turn to pick up a fallen skier.

Rule 43.05.
Skiers fastening their tow line or handles of a tow line to their body in any way whatsoever will be disqualified.

Rule 43.06.
Failure to have at least one hand on the tow line whilst skiing.

Rule 43.08.
Failure to be in the proper skiing position when crossing the finish line.

Rule 43.09.
Boats that follow in the wash of a skier at a distance of less than 100 metres.

Rule 43.10.
Where any boat or Skier, in the opinion of the Chief Judge, is proved to be behaving in a dangerous manner or
contrary to the Governing body rules.

Rule 43.11.
Any boat or driver demonstrating poor handling ability or creating a safety hazard.

Rule 43.12.
Any blocking, turning wide or running wide to the detriment of other competitors.

Rule 43.13.
The violations of running on a course that is closed or on which the race is being conducted that the Driver is not a
participant in will subject the Boat and Driver to a penalty for the first infringement and disqualification from a days
racing.

Rule 43.14.
Refusing to give way to competitors whilst on the course.

Rule 43.15.
Abusive language to Judges and Officials.

Rule 43.16.
Talking to the Chief Judge or Event Judges with regard to a protest or penalty without being directed to do so by the
Beach Marshall.

Rule 43.17.
Boat Drivers deliberately holding a position alongside or near any Skiers.

Rule 43.18.
Failure to wear full race gear in the competition area. A Skier losing a helmet from a fall must be properly equipped
before proceeding.
Also see rule 33.04 Also see rule 32.01 L Tad pole

Rule 43.19.
A Driver receiving two disqualifications for violations during a single sanctioned event may be disqualified for the rest
of that day’s event. Any Driver disqualified for violations four times during a calendar year, will be disqualified for the
remainder of the sanctioned races that Ski Racing year.
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Rule 43.20.
For serious contraventions of the Rules the Chief Judge may, with a majority decision of the Jury of Judges.

Disqualify and/or recommend the suspension or removal of a Drivers, Observers or Skiers Licence. The reissue of a
Licence will be done through the reapplication by the Driver, Observer or Skier to Technical Rules.

Rule 43.21. Loss of Control
In the event of a boat broaching or hooking [ where the skier is unable to maintain a proper skiing position ] the team

will be disqualified for the rest of the race. The driver may also be stood down for the remainder of the event, subject
to the discretion of the medic, chief judge and safety officer. The boat will need to be re-scrutineered before resuming

racing.

Rule 43.22 Failure to comply with SMOC definitions or a Standard Outboard
If a motor of a boat competing in SMOC is found to be in contravention of the definition of a Standard Outboard the
owner and the boat shall be excluded from SMOC class for eight race meetings. A meeting being defined as a
weekend racing and shall include Classic races sanctioned by NZWSRA.
The skier will loose all points for the North/South Island and NZ Championship events if the boat is found not to

comply.
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EQUIPMENT
BOATS

Rule 51.01. Scrutineering
A scrutineering area will be marked and each boat must pass through this area and receive a pass label before being
allowed to race. It is up to the boat Crew to ensure that this happens and that Driver, Observer and Skiers equipment
is checked. The Scrutineer will also check for class compliance or exclusion but a scrutineering pass does not
guarantee compliance or exclusion from inspection.
Boats and associated equipment shall be scrutineered on the first day of each race meeting by the appointed
NZWSRA Scrutineer/s prior to entering the water to take part in any race or practice. When a scrutineering certificate
is issued it will be only valid for that meeting or in any case no more than 3 days. Any boat or equipment involved in
an accident during the course of any meeting must be scrutineered by the appointed NZWSRA Scrutineers prior to
being used in any further races. All boats must display the current scrutineering label prior to taking part in any race or
practice on race day.

Rule 51.02. Spot Checks
Spot checks on Boats, Drivers, Observers and Skiers equipment may be made at all sanctioned events. Selection will
be random and at the discretion of the Chief Scrutineer.

Rule 51.03. Team Equipment
Team Safety Equipment as well as boats shall be available for examination for at least one hour prior to the start of
an event or at the time specified in the event schedule and if found not to be in compliance with Governing Rules the
boat will not be allowed to start. Corrections or substitution may be permitted if made prior to competing in the event,
but the start shall not be delayed to allow compliance.

Rule 51.04. Notification
The Owner, Driver, Observer, Skier or their representative must be notified immediately by the Chief Scrutineer prior
to the start of an event, if it is found on inspection that any rules have not been complied with and the owner or their
representative shall be given the privilege of complying with rules prior to the start of the event. If the rules are not
being complied with, the Chief Scrutineer may decline to permit the boat to start.

Rule 51.05. Boat Registration
All Boats must be currently registered to NZWSRA.
Also see rule 52.21

Rule 51.06. Local Body Requirements
All Boats must comply with any requirements or regulations of the Government or Local Body unless an exemption
has been obtained by the Organisers of the Event.

Rule 51.07. Insurance
Boat Insurance is optional.
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TECHNICAL

Rule 52.01.Boat Length
The Boat used for towing skiers must not exceed 6.5 metres in overall length. The overall length is measured
between the two perpendiculars at the extremities of the structure, including the shell or skin, which constitutes a
floating vessel, but excluding any extensions as illustrated. Maximum of 1 metre extension allowing for accessories.
Whole unit not to exceed 7.5 metres.
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Rule 52.02. Design Limitations

The design of a boat or combinations of hull and the power source must be compatible for speeds travelled during the
event. The owner must provide proof of boat handling if requested.

Rule 52.03. Name

No restriction shall apply to the name other than to use names that are obscene or might be of such a nature as to
cause embarrassment and discredit of the sport.

Rule 52.04. Towing Eye
a. Shall be adequate in itself and shall be adequate for towing the boat when waterlogged.
b. Shall be strongly fixed to the structure, not merely to the decking. It should be remembered that this item may
have to carry the whole weight of the waterlogged boat.

Rule 52.05. Painter/Mooring Lines/Bow Lines
a. Shall be strong enough for the purpose and shall be long enough for mooring.
b. The painter shall be attached to the towing eye and shall be secured in the cockpit, preferably by jamming cleat to
avoid the crew having to climb onto the bow to accept a tow.
c. It shall not be long enough to reach the propeller.

Rule 52.06. Sharp Edges
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a. All mascots, lights, bow fittings and other sharp edges shall be adequately protected or removed.
b. Fixed aero foils or adjustable aero trimming devices attached to the hull or engine must be securely fixed and
stayed.

Rule 52.07. Windshields
a. Shall be well secured
b. Shall not be of plate or ordinary glass
c. Scrutineers may order the removal of any windshield that appears dangerous or approve the addition of approved
safety films and similar products.
d. No part of the cockpit or windshield shall be enclosed to cover or surround the crew or part thereof, including any
item or fitting which may cause entrapment. le seat belts, foot holds, rope holds, and the like.

Rule 52.08. Steering Gear

a. Steering wheel and drum shall be secured and locked 1 onto the shaft.

b. Steering wheel unit shall be fixed to, or through, the dash panel or a steering mounting bar and shall be through
bolted and locked.

c. Steering wheel strength shall be checked, if the wheel is split or cracked the wheel shall be rejected. Wheels of the
laminated rim type shall be checked for wear caused by the breakdown of the laminations. Plastic composition
wheels shall be checked for early fatigue where the
Spokes join the boss to ensure the wheel cannot be forced to spin on the internal boss without undue minimum of
pressure.

d. Where the shackles or such devices are used to attach the steering to outboard engines, they shall not be of a non-
ferrous metal. Scrutineers shall satisfy themselves that this is so even if the shackles are painted.

e. Pulleys shall operate freely and Wing pulleys to be of a through bolted type with positive locking.

f. Steering wires shall be in good condition and shall have free running throughout their path, with adequate tension
throughout their travel.

g. Wires shall be secure and where doubled to form an eye shall be around a thimble and shall be secured with two
bull dog clips or equivalent.

h. Locking wire to be fitted to all shackles, turnbuckles, stretching screws etc.

i. There shall be no undue degree of play in the steering system, but the steering wires shall not be over tightened in
a “piano-wire” fashion.

j. For outboards attachments to the engine, for inboards -attachments to tillers and/or quadrants and their fittings to
the stock shall be in good condition and secure.

k. Engine or tiller and rudder shall operate with full and free movements in the correct sense and shall be fitted with
stops to prevent over-control.

I. Rudder assembilies, gland keys etc., shall be in good condition and secure with lock nuts and/or tight split pins.

m. For rod steering, the rods are to be sufficiently rigid to prevent undue flexing.

. Rack and pinion steering shall be in good mechanical condition with no excessive backlash. Casings should also

be checked.
o. All Wing pulleys with riveted pins or non-ferrous material shall be rejected, or the riveted pins shall be replaced by

>

positively locked stainless steel bolt. Pulleys should also, if possible incorporate a bush.
All pulleys with any tension shall not cause the yoke to clamp down on the pulley wheel.
All pulleys which use an attachment hook of non-ferrous material shall be rejected.
All attachment hooks shall be closed.
Sheathed steering cables shall not be permitted.
Wires to the steering wheel running across the front of the dash board shall be effectively be shielded.
It is also recommended that the wires running fore and aft inside the cockpit be similarly shielded.

R

v. Jet boats must be fitted with a rudder extending below the bottom of the boat and operating in conjunction with
normal jet steering.

w. Teleflex-type steering shall incorporate dual system (for outboard speed events only).

x. Steering equipment is not to be ground or drilled to ease | assembly. (shackles, pulleys etc)

y. A minimum of 5mm galvanised wire cables are to be used. No stainless steel cables are permitted.

Z1. Wing Mounts For Scrutineering.
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All wing mountings where secured to the engine shall be exposed for the purpose of Scrutineering.
The engine cowlings should be cut/trimmed or adjusted to achieve a min 10mm above and below the wing to
allow the scrutineer to complete a visual check.

This rule has been added due to the amount of steering wing failures which have gone undetected as they have
been sealed within the cowling and therefore unable to be inspected.

Z2. A safety wire shall be attached connecting the wing to pulley in case of failure at this point. This may be achieved
by one of two means.

A loop of cable secured by 2 cable clamps or a crimped connection. Minimum 3mm s/steel or galvanised cable
Or by the method illustrated below.

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Rule 52.09. Control Cables
All control cables shall be taped or screwed down securely.

Rule 52.10. Fuel Tanks
a. Shall be secure in all directions.
b. Shall not leak.
c. Shall have sensible filling and venting arrangements where applicable, that are not close to any parts, such as
exhaust manifolds.
d. Itis recommended that there should be an easily accessible means of shutting the fuel supply off from the tanks.

Rule 52.11. Fuel Lines.
Shall be leak resistant and run in a manner to avoid damage. Lines shall be in good condition with proper connectors.
Flexible hoses and pipe runs should be clipped up at suitable intervals with fair runs to the engine (at all points of
travel in the case of outboards). Lines should be fire resistant non-collapsing.

Rule 52.12. Throttles.
a. All throttles must be operated by foot, whether inboard or outboard.
b. All carburettors and/or throttles must be spring loaded to close at the engine, and must function accordingly.

Rule 52.13. Extinguisher System
a. Approved fire extinguisher must be carried at all times Certificate of inspection must be current).
b. Shall be of satisfactory condition and easily accessible.
c. Only fully charged extinguishers shall be permitted and they shall not contain carbon tetrachloride. It is
recommended that the extinguisher be capable of putting out a petrol fire at least four square metres.
d.
Rule 52.14. Components
All component parts of a boat such as fuel tanks, batteries and hatches, etc, must be securely fastened in a
permanent manner to prevent movement.

Rule 52.15. Battery Storage
a. Batteries, where carried, shall be easily accessible and prevented from any movement in any direction by means
of adequate hold downs.
b. Insure there is adequate support below the battery.
c. Batteries shall not be placed in sealed compartments.

Rule 52.16. Propellers
a. Propellers shall be sound, particular at the blade roots.
b. All propellers to be lock nutted and/or secured by a split pin or locking tab.

Rule 52.17. Propeller Shaft

a. Propeller shaft to have training collar fitted in front of the log.

b. Top line shaft (jack shaft) between engine and gearbox or stern leg shall have a circular braces or suitable
supports to contain the shaft, or any other moving part of the mechanism within the vicinity of the Driver or
Observer or likely danger, is to be fully enclosed with a safety guard (guard should be a minimum 3mm steel or
6mm aluminium).

c. The base of the propeller shall have at all times some clearance between the rear of the skeg (inboards).

Rule 52.18. Buoyancy
a. All boats shall have sufficient buoyancy to keep afloat in all conditions. Buoyancy aids or material shall be
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adequately fixed. Scrutineers shall not be responsible for determining the adequacy of the buoyancy in any boat,
but may suspend acceptance if in doubt.
Unless a boat has built in positive buoyancy, the team must demonstrate visually the adequate buoyancy aids
have been installed. Truck tubes or similar may be secured in the bow of the boat.

Rule 52.19. Seating

a.

Adequate seating to be provided for Driver and Observer.

Seats will be firmly mounted and secure side by side with the driver.

Observer shall face the rear of the boat and be positioned to allow full view of the Skier/s at all times whilst
remaining seated.

Observer’s seat will be next to or in front of Drivers seat. No part of the Observers seat will extend past the rear
of the Drivers seat.

Observers must remain seated in the cockpit of the Boat and must keep the Skier under observation at all times
during their participation in the event. The only time the Observer may leave their seat is to put weight on the
foredeck only when starting the skier/s or assisting the skier/s in the water or boat. The Observers feet must
remain on the floor at all times the Boat is under power.

Rule 52.20. Cut Out Switch

R

Cut out switch is compulsory

Path and length of the cord shall ensure disconnection of switch whatever the direction of ejection.
Cord and attachments shall be adequately attached to the cut out switch.

Shall actually cut the engine completely when operated.

No device shall be fitted to render the switch plug inoperative.

Control unit shall be within easy reach of the Driver in their normal position.

Unit shall be attached securely to the boat structure.

Rule 52.21. Official Race Numbers.

a.

Official numbers will be those allocated by the Ski Racing committee.

A register of allocated numbers will be maintained and reviewed by the committee. Any allocated number not
used for two race seasons or if membership of the association lapses for 2years, the allocated number will be
removed from the register and be available for reallocation, in the third season.

Numbers to be coloured black on a background of white by means of a waterproof enamel paint or plastic
transfer in such a manner that they are clearly visible on both sides of the boat. Minimum dimensions of
individual numbers will be height300mm, width 225mm, thickness 50mm, and spacing75mm, and the white
background forms a border around the numbers, of 20mm minimum..

All numbers are to be placed in a near vertical position as possible and are to be visible from both sides of the
boat at a distance of 50 metres.

Where a straight number board is fitted it is a requirement that the front leading edge of the number board be
rounded and have a minimum diameter of 25mm.

Rule 52.22. Safety Flag.

a.

b.

Safety Flag (for downed competitor) must be flame orange 50cm x 50cm fixed to a pole 1.5 metre in length, and
must be part of the equipment.

A suitable flag pole holder will be provided for the use when the skier is in the water and the Observer requires
both hands for other operations. The safety flag must be in a clearly visible location in all directions when
mounted in the pole holder.

Rule 52.23. Distress Flares (For Offshore Events)

a.

b.

Boats must carry a minimum of two orange coloured daylight smoke flares for ignition, should a member of the
crew or competitor be seriously injured, subject to the Local Governing Authority.

Flares etc normally have a stamped expiry date and if they have expired or the date is illegible or the condition
poor they shall not be accepted.

Rule 52.04. Paddle
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a. A paddle (not a water ski) shall be stored for immediate use, but not loose.
b. The paddle shall be of practicable form related to the size of the boat and in suitable condition.

Rule 52.25. Handholds
All boats will have adequate stationary handholds fixed securely to the hull and in a convenient location for the
Observers use at anytime. They shall be located to prevent entrapment of the boat crew.

Rule 52.26. Footrest
All boats are to have adequate footrests for the Observer and to be suitably located for bracing the Observer within
the seat.

Rule 52.27. Engine Mounting and Transmissions — Outboards
a. Mounting brackets shall be secure and in a satisfactory condition.
b. Jacking Plates shall be secure and in a satisfactory condition and secured to the transom with a minimum of 4
bolts.
c. Engine mountings shall be attached to the transom/jacking plate with a minimum of 4 bolts.
d. All bolts shall be adequately tightened.

Rule 52.28. Engine Mounting and Transmissions — Inboards

a. Engine Mountings shall be sound.

b. Where an out drive or jet unit is fitted, the out drive ring connection to the transom and the unit to the rings shall
be secure.

c. Transmissions and all parts motivated by the engine shall be efficiently shielded so as to prevent damage to
persons or structure in the event of a breakage. For shafts in excess of 30cm in length the shielding shall not
allow more than 1 cm clearance at either end.

d. Bearers shall not be saturated with oil.

Rule 52.29. Engine Condition
a. The engine shall be free of dangerous corrosion, oil or fuel leaks or excessive heating and shall not be a danger
to adjacent structure. Oil leaks are a particular source of fire danger.
b. For enclosed inboard engines, flame arresters are compulsory.

Rule 52.30. Engine Noise
Engine and Exhaust noise not to exceed the Local Governing Authorities standard for decibels and every effort be
made to reduce excessive noise levels where ever possible. There shall be adequate insulation where required and
runs sited to avoid fire.

Rule 52.31. Anchor (if required)
Anchor shall be of weight and type adequate to hold the boat. Shall be properly stored to prevent damage, but shall
still be accessible.

Rule 52.32. Compass (if required)
a. Main Compass shall be securely mounted and should be able to be read by the driver.
b. There shall no large metal objects near the vicinity of the compass.
c. Compass shall be liquid dampened and clearly show the cardinal points.

Rule 52.33. Bilge Pump
a. Shall be in proper working order and properly secured to the boat.
b. Shall be reasonably accessible for operation.
c. Shall have a suction pipe to the lowest suction point.
d. It must be possible to pump out all sections of the boat, even if separated by water tight bulk heads.

Rule 52.34. Engine Wells

For boats with engine wells, any non sealed openings, other than self draining holes in the transom, shall be above a
horizontal line through the lowest point of the top of the transom.
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BOAT CREW EQUIPMENT

Rule 53.01. Competing Team or Crew
The competing “Team or Crew” consists of a Driver, Observer and Skier/s.

Rule 53.02. Helmets
All Boat and Crew members competing in speed events shall be required to wear Day Glow Orange or Red Helmets.

Rule 53.03. Helmet Types and Condition
All helmets are to comply with NZS 1884, ASA, UIM or be approved by the Technical Rules Committee on production
of relevant certification. And must be in good condition and devoid of dents and splits. Any holes drills to improve
hearing must not exceed 4mm diameter nor number more than one each side (this is in order that the helmet is not
weakened). Helmets that are constructed from plastic material should not be painted unless this is authorised by the
manufacturer, but should be self coloured day glow orange or red. Helmets made from fibreglass maybe painted.
Helmet visors shall be in good condition and devoid of cracks and easily detachable 9i.e. not bolted down). Visors
must not be secured in any way which prevents them lifting up (i.e. taping). Failure by a team member to correctly
wear their helmet whilst under power as a team on race day in the normal manner may incur a penalty.

Rule 53.04. Life Jackets
All boat Crew Members competing in events shall be required to wear a waist coat type unaltered Life Jacket with leg
straps. Life Jackets must be equipped with collars and/or must have flotation material high on the chest to hold an
unconscious persons face out of the water. Life jackets and life collars, if any must be securely fastened at all times,
while on the course, racing or testing. Leg straps must be securely fastened to the Life Jacket and legs.

Rule 53.05. Life Jacket Inspections
Life Jackets shall also meet the following inspection requirements.
Lacing ties and/or straps shall be adequate and in good condition.
Zips where used shall be in good working order.
Tears or rents or bad repairs whereby the buoyancy will leak out, shall not be permitted.
Jackets shall be dry and not oil or water logged.
Jackets shall be fitted with integral hold down straps to the legs.

Rule 53.06. Life Jacket Colour
All Life Jackets to be predominantly orange, yellow or another clearly distinguishable colour.

Rule 53.07 Minimum Standard Acceptable

The Racing Life Jackets minimum standard acceptable is to comply with NZS 1822, ASA 1512 or to have UIM
approval.

Rule 53.08. Safety Belts
Safety Belts are not permitted.

Rule 53.09. Boat Drivers Age
All boat drivers must have attained the age of 18 years and shall have in their possession a current Drivers Licence
issued by the Association.

Rule 53.10. Observers Age
All Observers must have attained the age of 16 years and have in their possession a current Observers Licence
issued by the Association.

Rule 53.11. Footwear
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All boat Crew Members competing in events are to wear footwear of a closed toe type.

SKIER EQUIPMENT

Rule 54.01. Licence
Each Skier shall have in their possession a current Skiers Licence issued by the Association.

Rule 54.02. Skiers Helmet
Approved Fluorescent Orange Helmets to be worn by all Skiers. The Helmet must:
a. Cover the ears.
b. Be secure fit on the head.
c. Have secure straps and float.
The possibility of “bucketing or enforcing” water between the helmet and the head can be reduced by ensuring the
helmet is fitting about the head or else it should have substantial drain holes.

Rule 54.03. Buoyancy Vests
If a wetsuit is worn over a vest, crutch straps are not necessary. Wetsuit must be orange or bright yellow. Any
exception to these colours must be approved by the Technical Rules Committee.

Rule 54.05. Safety Water Ski Trunks
Safety Water Ski Trunks with manufactured, unaltered leg straps may be acceptable.

Rule 54.06. Buoyancy Vests
Buoyancy Vests shall also meet the following inspection requirements.
Lacing ties and/or straps shall be in good working order.
Zips, where used, shall be in good working order.
Tears, rents or bad repairs whereby buoyancy will leak out, shall not be permitted.
Jackets shall be dry and not oil or water logged.
Jackets shall be fitted with hold down straps to the legs.

Rule 54.07 Race Ski
a. A coloured fluorescent orange paint or adhesive tape at least 15¢cm in length and full width of the ski must be
placed on the upper and lower front tip of all skis.
b. Skis must be in a serviceable condition.
Skis shall not be more than 3 metres in length.
Any type of bindings and fins of recognised manufacturer are allowed except in events specifying skis without
such fittings.
e. A competitor wishing to use any equipment that does not comply with these rules, may submit a sample to the
Technical Rules Committee for determination at least four weeks prior to the event.

Rule 54.08. Tow Line/s
a. Tow lines shall be provided by the Skier, preferably of Polythene or Polypropylene material. Point of attachment
shall not extend beyond perimeter of gunwale. No harness is to be used. A harness is defined as any device
which permits the handles to be locked together or allows the skier to be towed without retaining hold of at least
one of the handles.
b. The minimum length of a tow line is 21 metres, including handles and skiers bridle.
c. The maximum length of a toe line is unlimited, providing safety limitations are maintained.

Rule 54.09. Other Equipment
Water bottles and the like (Camel Backs) may be worn for hydration purposes and shall be
made of a soft material eg made of wetsuit material. These must be worn on the back, but
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must not be worn under the safety straps of the race suit. If the container is housed in an
integral pouch as part of the wet suit, the safety straps of the wet suit must pass under the
pouch and not around the pouch. All stoppers must be of soft plastic material. The
drinking tube is to be long enough to reach the mouth but not long enough to reach the
eyes. These devices must be checked by the chief scrutineer events with notation of approval
made in the TR4 Scrutineers Form of each boat the skier skis with.

No clinch gloves are permitted.

LICENCES

Rule 60.01. Licences
In order to compete in a NZWSRA Inc, sanctioned event the skier and crew must be in possession of the relevant
licence, for the position in the team they wish to fill. Licences are renewed annually and expire on the 31t of August
each year. Any Driver or Observer licence that is not renewed for a period of two years or more shall become void.
The holder of any such licence will be required to resit the relevant test, & once passed, follow the novice licence
process. See 60.02

Rule 60.02. Day and Novice Licenses
A day licence is restricted to one venue and is only available once in any one season (some races such as the Bridge
to Bridge may require a full licence to compete).
A holder of a Day or Novice Licence will draw the out side lane for all races.
A buddy competitor will be nominated for each Day and Novice Licence holder.
The Chief Judge or their Deputy will only issue a Day licence after the applicant has passed the relevant day licence
test.
Novice Licences will be only issued after passing the relevant test for the licence applied for.
Any previous full Licence holder issued with a day licence is unable to compete for Series points while competing.

Drivers Licences

Rule 61.01. Driver Licence Requirements
Name, Age, Current Medical Certificate, Club and Driver Classification.

Rule 61.02.
Available to any financial member of the NZWSRA over the age of 18 years.

Rule 61.03.
All applicants are required to submit the required Medical Form and fitness to compete.

Rule 61.04.
Medical Forms shall be submitted annually.

Rule 61.05.
Applicants will undertake the written test supplied by the NZWSRA.

Rule 61.06
Furnish particulars of Ski Club Membership counter signed by two Club Officials if required.

Rule 61.07
Licences must be renewed annually by
a. Proof of current paid membership.
b. Written Rules Test (if required).
c. Medical Certificate

Rule 61.08.
It is the responsibility of the Licence holder to obtain a new medical certificate prior to the Licence being issued or
renewed.

Rule 61.09. Competition Licence Rating (driver)
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a. Open Class Licence — enables drivers to compete in all classes of Competition.

b. To apply for an open class Licence the holder of a restricted (novice) licence shall have competed at 5 sanctioned
series race days, and have their Licence signed by the Chief Judge, or the Executive Chief Judge and Safety
Officer stating that they are a competent Driver

c. Restricted (novice) —enables drivers to compete in all classes excluding Open and F3. Drivers at this level will be
drawn lanes at the outside of the grid.

d. Day Licence — In order to race in a Sanctioned Race by the NZWSRA the applicant shall hold a minimum of a
Day Licence. Not available to Drivers competing in Open and F3 class race’s. Only two Day Licenses will be
issued per competition season, per person.

Rule 62.01. Observers Licence Requirements
Name, Age and Club.

Rule 62.02.
Available to any financial member of the NZWSRA over the age of 16 years.

Rule 62.03.
All applicants are required to undertake the written rules test as supplied by the NZWSRA pertaining to observers.

Rule 62.04.
Furnish particulars of a Ski Club Membership, counter signed by two Officials of the Club if Required.

Rule 62.07.
Drivers do not need an additional licence to observe.
